Kedosha Janina, a still active congregation which comes from a little known 
Jewish community in Greece whose roots reach back to Roman times.  The 
second is the beautifully restored Eldridge Street Synagogue which is now a 
museum and a designated National Historic Landmark. 
 

We will spend 3 ½ hours at Kehila Kedosha Janina, 280 Broome Street, 
arriving at 10 AM.  The visit will include a tour, lectures, a film, and a kosher 
lunch of authentic Greek Jewish specialties.  We will then walk 3 ½ blocks, 
about 1/3 mile, to Eldridge Street Synagogue, 12 Eldridge Street, for a 1 hour 
tour. We will depart New York at approximately 3 PM. 
 

The cost will be $30 per person. Transportation will be by private car or public 
transportation.
